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Become a Community Research Champion/Connector: Make a Difference in Your Community
Did you know that areas with the highest health challenges often have the fewest people participating in health research? The consequences of this are that research on health does not take into account the lived experiences of people from different communities, resulting in health research not fully reflecting the experiences and needs of everyone, especially those facing the toughest challenges.
To change this, we need people like you. By becoming a Community Research Champion/Connector, you can help ensure health research includes voices from all parts of our community, leading to better health outcomes for everyone.
Our programme aims to make health and care research more inclusive, ensuring it benefits everyone in our community. We're working together with local organisations, health services, universities, and community groups to bridge the gap between research and the people who can benefit most from it.
We're looking for passionate individuals to join us as Community Research Champions. If you care about connecting your community with health and care research and want to make sure everyone's voice is heard, this role is for you. We especially want to engage with communities facing significant health and wellbeing challenges.

What will I do?
The aim of this project is to work with a small group of people from across Nottingham and Nottinghamshire from different backgrounds and communities to understand their perceptions, experiences and attitudes to health research and through this understanding of these experiences to find ways to increase the range of people involved in research. 
Specifically we will work with this group to develop together a training programme for researchers to better understand the needs, attitudes and experiences of people from diverse communities to participate in research and to co-design a short training programme for people in Nottingham and Nottinghamshire who want to be champions of research within their community about what they need to understand to prompt participating in research in their communities.
Over eight half day sessions we will work with you to develop a training programme. 
· Two workshops to co-develop a research training programme
· Four training sessions for Community Research Champions/Connectors
· Two workshops to create a charter for good community research engagement practices
As you will be working with us to develop the training materials we will pay reasonable expenses and up to £150 per day for participating in the workshops.

· Make Connections: Meet like-minded people and build a network of passionate individuals.
· Shape the Future: Play a crucial role in making health research more inclusive and representative.

What will I need to commit to?
· Participate in Events: Join eight events between September 2024 and February 2025, mainly mid-morning to mid-afternoon in Nottingham and Mansfield (food provided).
